Updates on South America:

1. Bird Flu Outbreak: Chilean authorities reported a new bird flu outbreak at an industrial facility in the
southern part of the country. The report said the birds, which were egg producers, in the industrial
plant were sacrificed. The center had between 4,000 to 5,000 specimens. Argentina also recently
detected bird flu in an industrial setting. Similar outbreaks have been reported in 14 countries of the
region. The United Nations Agency for Food and Agriculture (FAO) is holding a meeting in Santiago,
Chile with representatives from Latin American countries regarding an action plan to control the
spread of the disease.

2. Climate Change: According to a Moody's Analytics report, climate change could cost Latin America
nearly a fifth of its gross domestic product (GDP) by the end of the century if no new policies are in
place to curb its impact. The analysis reported that the current climate change will lead to even more
infrastructure damage, poorer health and higher costs of policy interventions at later time.

Prayers for South America:

1. Bird Flu Outbreak: Pray for countries to work together at the upcoming UN meeting to design and
execute a plan to control the spread of the bird flu. Pray for God’s provisions for farmers who suffer
great economic losses. Pray for wisdom for government leaders to maintain reasonable supplies and
pricing of poultries and related products.
