Updates on Chile:

1. Wild Fire: Wildfires that have been raging across Chile for more than a week have now killed at least 26
people and left more than 2,000 injured. Over 1,500 homes destroyed, leaving thousands more
homeless as a heatwave has enveloped the region with temperatures reaching upwards of 100 degrees
Fahrenheit. More than 889,000 acres of forests have been destroyed so far in the Andean nation. Over
6,000 firefighters, many of them are volunteers are currently on the ground trying to control more
than 323 active fires, including 90 that are raging out of control, according to officials.

Prayers for Chile:

1. Wild Fire: Pray for God’s divine intervention on the Chile wild fire. Pray for strength and safety of the
firefighters, rescue workers and medical staffs. Pray for God’s comfort and healing to those who are
injured, lost their homes or lost loved ones.

Updates on South America:

1. Climate Changes — The heat index in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil a few days earlier had topped 122 degrees
Fahrenheit. Argentina in the coming days is forecast to experience some of the hottest temperatures in
the world. Along with the extended period of drought, an agricultural research group estimates will
cause up to $15 billion in lost export earnings this year. Scientists say the main reason for these
unusual conditions are due to climate changes. This is the third consecutive year the phenomenon has
taken place.

2. Hunger — Latest research shows that as many as 131.3 million in Latin America had to forego nutritious
foods in 2020 because of the higher average daily cost of healthy diets in the region. Equally worrisome
is that between 2019 and 2021, the number of hungry people in the region increased by 13.2 million,
reaching 56.5 million in 2021. South America experienced the highest increase in the number of hungry
people. Between 2019 and 2021, hunger affected 7.9% of the people in South America.

Prayers for South America:

1. Climate Changes — Pray for God’s mercy on the people and all living creatures living under these
extreme South American weather conditions. Pray that these climate changes heighten people’s
awareness to better protect and preserve the environment that God has created for us to enjoy.

2. Hunger - Pray for wisdom and a serving heart for government officials to implement policies that help
stabilize food supplies and prices. Pray for families who have been hit hard by the lack of work during
the pandemic. Pray for God’s provisions for local churches to reach out and help those in needs in their
communities.

1. Pray for the continuous growth of the Chinese Chile church, the development of the gospel ministry, and
the spiritual revival of the church.

2. Pray for the 5 church core leaders to serve in unity.
