Junta
lost control in some grounds and hundreds of outposts. Over 3 million displacements in
Myanmar, thousands killed in recent attacks. Displacements, deaths and injuries as junta
repeated attacks to civilians in areas they lost control. Please pray for Rakhine state, Kayah state,
Kayin state, Kachin state, Sagaing, Northern Shan state, many areas destroyed, food cuts, no
food, no access to phone lines, thousands trapped in towns, killed, injured, local defense teams
trying to evacuate people but could not deliver many, due to continuous attacks.

Please pray for those in prisons, including civil workers, doctors, educators, people from different
sectors, in lowest life conditions, facing torture, sexual abuses, severe depression & despair, lack
of medical aid, malnutrition. Many Christians are among them, including pastors. My cousin,

young girl, is still in prison& & ..We just met a Myanmar doctor, who was released from prison



and fled to Maesot, share his testimony, that he was a Buddhist, he was arrested along with all
his family members. He was severely tortured & threatened to kill him & his family. In
interrogation cell, he met a Christian young man in cell, who hid his bible in his pocket, shared
him about Jesus and give him his bible, ask him to call upon Jesus. This doctor life changed, after
this. He was miraculously released after some months and he fled to Maesot for safety. Truly
Praise His name! Please pray for Christian prisoners, God bless & strengthen them that they can
help& bless others to trust God, and receive healing and comfort, Hope & Peace from Him.
