Please continue to pray for Myanmar as the military junta intensifies aerial attacks, drone
strikes, and artillery fire. A series of airstrikes have targeted schools, shelters, and communities
where many displaced people have sought refuge.

Recently, hundreds have been killed by these attacks in Shan, Mandalay, Sagaing, Chin, and
Kayin States, as well as along the Thai border areas. Many of the victims include children
studying in schools, displaced elders, and mothers with babies.

Please pray for:

e God’s comfort and grace for all who are injured or grieving, and for those in urgent need
of medical care.

e The children and young people who live each day surrounded by trauma, fear, and loss.

e Protection for all who face life-threatening danger amid the junta’s widespread and
escalating attacks.

e The elders, women, and children living in extremely difficult conditions among the
displaced—facing abuse, violence, rape, poverty, food shortages, injuries, and illness
without adequate medical care or education.

May the Lord have mercy on Myanmar and bring healing, justice, and peace to this suffering
nation.
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
