Updates and Prayer Points:

The Junta continues daily bombings over towns and villages, targeting schools, hospitals,
markets, and any gathering places. Over the past weeks, there have been nearly a thousand



airstrikes and mortar attacks across the country, killing hundreds of civilians and injuring
thousands. In ceasefire zones, the killing and destruction among the civilian population are
aimed at regaining ground lost to resistance forces. Thousands are fleeing, and rising
displacements in many areas require emergency help, though many of these areas are hard to
access.

We need God’s guidance and wisdom as we serve through ground channels, due to increasing
difficulties.

e Please pray for God’s protection over civilians from Junta attacks. Internally Displaced
Persons (IDPs) face social isolation, hopelessness, and depression. Many earthquake
survivors are still living in makeshift shelters due to tremors. The Junta has blocked
permission to rebuild in some areas, and people are also not allowed to stay in public
areas. As destruction took place, people in the affected areas face double hardships,
dealing with a collapsed economy and the Junta's brutal oppression and attacks on
communities. The Junta is also continuing to arrest young people. The people struggle
for survival, and the Junta has forced schools to reopen amidst collapsed buildings.
Many parents struggle to pay school fees.

e Please pray for God’s leading and guidance as we serve through different channels.
Much support is needed, not only in physical terms but also for addressing traumas and
rebuilding collapsed lives.

The new school season resumes soon.

e Please pray for displaced children and schools in IDP camps who face hardships in
continuing their education. Many IDP schools need help with safe shelter, school
stationery, teacher support, and other basic necessities. Parents cannot afford to pay
school fees. The teachers are also displaced with their families and need help to survive.
Due to insecurities, child suicidal issues, domestic violence, parental issues, and many
other social issues are mounting in the displaced community.

The ground support team is working hard in the villages.

e Please pray for our networks, ground ministries, and coworkers who are serving
together to spread the seed of the Gospel to the unheard and to build up and mentor
those who are lost through care and support work.

¢ Many of our team members are also experiencing depression and despair. Please pray
for their mental health and their overall well-being, both physical and spiritual.
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
