Mission Prayer: South East Asia and India
May 22, 2023

Myanmar
As Cyclone Mocha approached Myanmar on May 14th, 2023, winds roared as fast as 175 miles
per hour, enough to make it a category 5 storm. Although the storm weakened slightly during
the final hours of its approach, Mocha still brought dangerous winds, downpours, and storm
surge when it made landfall just north of Sittwe, Myanmar. Almost 5.4 million people are
estimated to have been in the path of the cyclone, enduring winds in excess of 90 kmph across
Rakhine and the Northwest. Of these, nearly 3.2 million are considered to be most vulnerable
to the cyclone impact based on analysis of shelter quality, food insecurity and coping capacity.
This group is highly likely to have humanitarian needs in the wake of the cyclone.
There are local reports of possible deaths and of people being missing, including IDPs. The UN
and its partners are working to start rapid needs assessments as soon as access is granted to
better understand the impact of the disaster. Negotiations for access are ongoing.
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India
Large-scale violence broke out on May 3rd, 2023 between the tribal and non-tribal communities
after massive opposition by Manipur’s tribal communities to the demand of the Meiteis
community, for Scheduled Tribe (ST) status. The ‘Tribal Solidarity March’ was organized by the
All-Tribal Student Union Manipur (ATSUM) in the ten hill districts of the state on May 3rd, 2023
to protest against it, which led to clashes and violence between the two communities. Homes
and villages were being raided by mobs and families are fleeing to find shelter or make it to
relief camps.

The situation in the hill for the tribal conflict is under control. They can move around only from 5 AM to 11 AM. After that it is under curfew. There is scarcity of water. Electricity is working. They will not have school but will adjust the extra holidays with summer vacation.

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Recent updates of Serving IDPs, Kayah state, where they regularly deliver medication supports to their ground medical mission workers, medical care for IDPs in Kayah state. 
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And, also busy helping few new IDP children fled from Myanmar side, staying in mountain village, due to threats & arrests, thousands of children sheltering in this mountain village in Thai side, and there's school in village. Many more children coming in & some needing help with shelter, school fees, uniforms. Really need prayers for His direction, for our next steps in ministry here & start another step. Seeing many needs on ground & our hearts burden to serve, but we really don’t know what to do next. Many IDP children fled to Thai border side, from areas where junta continuously bombed & attacked. They arrest, kidnap, kill, parents and in some areas they even arrest children. And, due to junta's threats & cut off supports to IDP areas in Myanmar, it is harder to connect with ground channels in some areas except continuing supports to IDPs in Kayah state. we request our ground channels to take gospel with them, where ppl need most. we have asked some update situation from our ground channels & they will send soon.

緬甸
2023 年 5 月 14 日，摩卡颶風逼近緬甸，風速高達每小時 175 英里（280 公里），足以使
其成為 5 級風暴。 儘管風暴在接近的最後幾個小時略有減弱，但摩卡在緬甸實兌以北登
陸時仍然帶來危險的大風、傾盆大雨和風暴潮。 據估計，將近 540 萬人處於颶風路徑上
，在若開邦和西北部遭受超過每小時90 公里的風速。 根據對住屋質量、糧食不安全和應
對能力的分析，其中近 320 萬人被認為最容易受到颶風影響。 該群體在颶風過後極有可
能有人道主義需求。
當地有報告指出可能死亡和失踪人囗（包括國內流離失所者）的情況。 聯合國及其合作
夥伴正努力爭取在獲准進入緬甸後立即開始有關需求的評估，以便更好地了解災難的影響
。 有關訪問談判正在進行中。

2023 年 5 月 3 日，在曼尼普爾邦的部落社區大規模反對 Meiteis 社區對在冊部落 (ST) 地位
的要求後，部落和非部落社區之間爆發了大規模暴力事件。 2023 年 5 月 3 日，曼尼普爾
邦全體部落學生會 (ATSUM) 在該州的十個山區組織了“部落團結遊行”以抗議，這導致
了兩個社區之間的衝突和暴力。 暴民襲擊了房屋和村莊，許多家庭正在逃離尋找避難所
或前往救援營地。
