Update:

For us, it is firstly for our emotional and mental health, strength, and endurance in the current suffering
and challenges faced by our people and ourselves. At times, it affects us deeply.

We also need prayers for house rent, as the current house we are living in Maesot will complete its rent
contract by August 2025. The owner wants to sell the property and does not want to extend the lease.
We are praying and seeking His guidance over this, as we have a good neighborhood and network in this
area. Since house rents are also unstable, we find it a bit difficult to settle. Currently, we are planning and
seeking His direction.

Please kindly pray for His provision and guidance over our status ID in Thailand, as | still cannot process
my passport renewal. Judson has renewed his passport but has not yet applied for a visa due to some
concerns. The situation in the Myanmar border town is also unstable due to money fraud cases and
increased restrictions and checkpoints in Maesot.

Both of us hold 10-year ID cards, but we cannot apply for a driving license yet, as they do not allow it
until we reach 5 years of residency. We need His protection for our mission outreach access to different
areas, as Judson drives the car. The ID card also has some limitations for travel outside the town.

Only by His grace and protection can we serve different vulnerable groups and families through small
channels, both on the Thai border and inside Myanmar. We witness His works among the people we are
able to reach out to and serve.

1. We need His guidance and provision to continue serving vulnerable groups in Maesot and mountain
areas (reaching out to disabled people, displaced families, needy teachers, mission workers, displaced
children, youth, and schools). Many are in great and deep trouble, and they need to know His love, truth,
and freedom.

2. Please pray for His provision and guidance for outreach missions in IDP camps, as well as those in
different remote areas. Also, pray for our ground coworkers who are serving amidst dangers, bringing



the gospel to people and sharing His love. As the situation gets harder, the troubles and needs on the

ground are increasing
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
