Updates on South America:

Brazil High School shooting: Two teenagers were shot dead by their classmate at school last week in
Sao Paulo. Officials said there has been a sharp rise in deadly school violences in recent months.
Argentina Huge Debt Crisis: Argentina has an outstanding $44 billion debt from the International
Monetary Fund (IMF). With its foreign currency reserves estimated to be in negative territory, hit by a
major drought that sunk the key soy and corn harvests, the Argentina government is at risk again of
missing its monthly debt repayment of $2.7 billion while its citizens are struggling to meet daily needs
facing 114% inflation rate

Mexican Migrants: Authorities found 129 migrants, mostly from Guatemala, crowded into a truck
trailer in the eastern state of Veracruz. The migrants were crammed into a trailer in the midst of a heat
wave in Mexico, where higher-than-normal temperatures have topped 113F. Migrants fleeing violence
and poverty in Latin America frequently pay smugglers in an attempt to pass through Mexico bound for
the U.S. Some are forced to cross areas rife with drug violence, making them vulnerable to organized
crime. Among the travelers found on Friday, 19 were unaccompanied minors
