Mission Prayer Movement: United States of America March 10-16, 2026

Updates & prayer points:
1. PRAY FOR AMERICA’S MILITARY

The U.S. military is using kamikaze drones patterned after Iran’s own Shahed-136 against
Iran in the assault that began this past weekend. The Low-Cost Uncrewed Combat Attack
System (LUCAS) is equipped with Starlink terminals and is being used in combat by the U.S.
for the first time. CENTCOM Spokesperson Captain Tim Hawkins stated last fall that the
U.S. version of the one-way attack drone “has an extensive range and the ability to operate
beyond line of sight, providing significant capability across CENTCOM’s vast operating
area.”

Pray for President Trump and U.S. military leaders as combat operations continue against
Iran.

2. PRAY FOR NEEDS ACROSS THE STATES:

Vermont has made policy changes that will allow people who hold traditional beliefs
regarding biological sex to foster and adopt children. Lawsuits had been brought against the
state’s Department for Children and Families (DCF) for revoking foster licenses of Christian
families that did not affirm language regarding gender identity, sexual orientation, or identity
expression in 2022 and 2024.

Virginia Governor Abigail Spanberger has refused to honor an ICE retainer for an illegal
alien from Sierra Leone who stabbed a woman to death at a bus stop. The man had 40 prior
arrests for violent crimes in the state, but was repeatedly released without prosecution. The
governor stated that ICE needed a judicial warrant, which is only signed when cases are
federal crimes.

Pray for state leaders and officials as they assess the needs of their residents and determine
policies that impact the welfare of children and the public.

Pray for wisdom for inspectors general throughout federal agencies as they seek to protect U.S.
security and interests.
