Updates and Prayer Requests

1.

The need for relief assistance for IDPs (Internally Displaced People) is
worsening due to the junta’s increasing airstrikes, artillery attacks, raids,
home destruction, and brutal killings — including children, pregnant women,
and the elderly.

More than 5 million people are now displaced across Myanmar, with
numbers increasing daily. Local resources are limited, and international aid is
lacking.

Pray for safety, protection, and provision for those in life-threatening
conditions.

The military continues to capture or Kkill civilians during raids. In recent days,
tens of thousands have fled their villages and towns due to violent attacks
and airstrikes in central Myanmar, Chin, Kachin, Kayin, Kayah, and other
regions.

Most displaced families are sheltering wherever they can. Access to medical
care and basic necessities is extremely limited.

A ground worker shared:

“Soldiers are firing heavy weapons, making it very difficult to find safe places to
take cover.”

Civilians remain constantly fearful and alert due to shelling, airstrikes, and
drone attacks.

Travel is unsafe in many areas. The junta imposes threats, abuse, and
intrusive security checksAt checkpoints, all passengers must disembark,
explain their travel details, show ID cards, and have all bags searched.
Men aged 18-35 is especially targeted, often forcibly taken for military
recruitment or extorted for money.

In the Sagaing region, soldiers patrol the town in private and military
vehicles, detaining young people on the streets and stopping travelers at
checkpoints.

“People are being taken every day; the streets are almost empty.”

Many young people attempt to flee across borders, but hundreds are
captured along the way.

Pray for God’s grace and mercy over those suffering deeply.

Along the Thai-Myanmar border, tensions remain high due to scam-center
operations and junta involvement. At the same time, villages near the border
face ongoing displacement due to shelling and attacks.

Pray for international pressure and effective action.
