Intense fights in Chin, Kachin, Kayah, Kayin, Rakhine, Northern Shan and Sagaing areas. Junta is losing
some territories and increasing series of daily air strikes over civilian areas, and killing dozens including



children. Civilians are held hostage by Myanmar junta forces as human shields as they rampage through
Sagaing Region and Magway region, burn down villages and brutally kill some residents.

Thousands are displaced daily in different areas. Please pray for civilians facing attacks of junta's arson
and bomb attacks. The junta's serial attacks by air bombs in Lashio, Namkhan, Muse and fierce clashes
with ethnic armies. China closed border gates, and strictly banned IDPs for temporary refuge, as well as
restriction on trade. Many IDPs are under a life risking situation by daily bombs with daily casualties, and
injuries. Please pray for God's protection and also shelter, food, water and medicines needs for IDPs.

The junta conscripted more than 20,000 people nationwide and carried out forced conscription in areas
under its control, arresting and abducting people for conscription from streets, checkpoints, and flood-
hit areas and suppressing any news about such activities. They began making surprise visits to homes,
arresting people without prior notice. preventing the public and media from knowing what they are
doing. They also banned both young men and women from overseas travel at airports, traveling for any
purpose. Those who escape have to pay a high amount of money for immigration clearance. Human
trafficking, drugs, fraud in crime zones. cyber scams are a growing threat in Myanmar.
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
